Meeting minutes

Purpose of the committee: to assess the needs of the Kaneville Fire Protection District from current year into the future and make recommendations based on the assessment.

Called to order: 19:30

Building Remodel Recommendation:  Based on extensive discussion and deliberation, the Committee recommends that a Remodel Committee be formed to pursue and investigate options toward expanding the use of the building.  The Committee sees the top priorities the new committee should consider are bay space, outbuilding storage, and expanded office and storage areas, with consideration toward possible future inclusion of a day room and sleeping areas.  The Committee recommends that bay space be addressed as soon as possible, with a target for completion of any changes within 18-24 months.

Discussion of manpower began continued around recruiting.  David motioned that this committee turn over planning of recruitment methods to another committee.  Paul Dunaway suggested that, since this committee has completed the topics brought to it except this one that this committee continues for the next few months discussing and beginning to act on recruitment ideas.  David recommended that others from the firefighters’ association who are interested join these discussions.  David will get volunteers at the January association meeting to come to the February 4th planning meeting.
